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Hitchcock PTO Meeting Minutes 
October 20 @ 6:00 p.m. 

 
1.  Meeting called to order at 6:00. 
2.  Treasurer Report – Tracy Kochenderfer 

a.  In checking $19619.64 and savings $492.89. Of the amount in checking $13,680.17 represents gross sales from the 
Cherrydale fundraiser.  We still need to pay Cherrydale and will net approximately 40% of this amount. 

3.  Fundraiser Report 

b.  Cherryvale – Melissa Irving-Gass 

The amount of gross sales was greater than last year’s catalogue order fundraiser.  However, there have been issues.  
There were issues with online orders.  The orders didn’t go through, the payment wasn’t processed.  There were issues 
with food orders.  Some have not been picked up or distributed.  Some orders that were placed with Cherryvale were 
not sent and will not be sent.  So, we would need to go back to the people who placed the order and let them know. 

There was also an issue with the “prizes” that were communicated.  Some of these were against district policy and 
couldn’t be delivered such as the limo or required a special insurance policy by the PTO which we don’t have. 

It was decided that due to these issues, we will not be working with Cherryvale again next year. 

c.  Eileen’s Cookies – This was planned for a November sale.  However, they were already booked up with orders for the 
season.  Also, due to the issues with the food orders on the last fundraiser, it was decided not to do this fundraiser. 

4.  Enrichment Report – Mandy Johnson 

a.  Pam is planning at least two programs this year.  The first is with Mr. Irving-Gass.  He will speak about his experiences 
living in South Africa.  There will be no cost for this program.  For the second, Pam is hoping to get an author. 

5.  Principals Report – Mandy Johnson 

a.  The Site Planning meeting was held on October 1st.  From this 3 strategies were identified.  Volunteers are needed to 
help on action teams for each of the three strategies.  Volunteers will be asked to help research options and write the 
plans. 

b.  Other PTO Requests – Items requested are intended to benefit all the students. 

 i.   With the money raised from the Wax Museum donations for the last two years, the school would like to 
purchase 2 fire retardant bean bag chairs for each class. 

 ii.. A Wii Fit is requested for gym.  This is in addition to the $500 that is already in the budget for PE/Recess 
such as balls and other items. 

 iii. The Media/Library center is requesting funds to replace the digital camera.
